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Recently the News and Neighbor newspaper
printed an inspiring article about one of our beloved
members, Sam Tomlin, entitled “Life in the Fast Lane.”
Since not everyone receives that paper, we received
permission to reprint it for our Church members also.
Thank you Sam for sharing your story with us.

Life in the fast Lane*  Senior Olympic champion
Sam Tomlin seems to have found the elusive Fountain
of Youth and has dived right into it.

Eighty year old Tomlin is slender with no paunch,
moves with the easy grace of an athlete in his prime, and
says he has no aches and pains to speak of. For him,
the key to staying young lies in competitive swimming.
“None of my joints hurt at this time,” says Tomlin.
“Although | am beginning to have some discomfort in my
neck from an old injury. Still, I have no arthritis in my
body.”

Swimming has always been a part of Tomlin's
life. The social work professor, began swimming “on top
of the water,” at age nine.

“l was born and raised on a farm in West Ten-
nessee,” says Tomlin. “My Dad was a swimmer, and we
would dam up the creek and make a swimming hole in
the summer. We would take a 15-minute nap in the mid-
dle of the day, and then go to the swimming hole for 15
minutes, starting when | was five or six years old.”

When he was 57 and looking for something to
keep himself fit for the rest of his life, one of his former
students, Kathy Whitaker, who is nhow the Area Agency
on Aging Director, made the suggestion that he compete
in the Senior Olympics as a swimmer.

22 years later, he has won numerous medals and
awards for swimming, as well as volley all, often surpass-
ing his own personal goals. The sense of overall good
health and well-being that emanates from Tomlin makes
one think he dives into the pool and swims every day, but
he says he only works out twice a week for 15 minutes.
His wife is partially responsible for the exercise routine he
has employed for the past 20 years.

“My wife read somewhere about an exercise rou-
tine that said if you sprint as hard as you can go for 100
yards, or 200 yards, or whatever, and then poke along
until your breathing returns to almost normal, then you go
about half that distance as hard as you can go, then poke
along until your breathing returns to normal, doing this for
fifteen minutes, that is was enough to get into shape,”
Tomlin explains.

When asked what he would suggest an older
person do to get into shape, he suggested finding
something he or she likes to do and going after it. “All
you have to do is start, and when the adrenaline starts
to flow you can continue the workout,” he says. “I com-
pete to provide myself with an incentive to stay in
shape. My overall goal is fithess and health. | hate to
work out just for working out’s sake, but I will work out
if I'm going to compete. | love to win and | hate to lose.”

As far as diet, Tomlin says to “eat smaller por-
tions and cut out eating between meals. As we grow
older, we need less food.”

Just looking at Tomlin and all of the medals he
has won since he began competing, it would appear
his exercise and diet routine is worth considering.

Tomlin recently returned from the Senior Olympics
where he competed in six different events and broke
state records and personal bests in each of them.
While each event was a challenge, Tomlin was particu-
larly concerned about the back-

stroke event, since the previous

year’s record was 2.04 minutes.

As it turned out, he swam it in

1.53 minutes, broke two records

and won all six events and was

the first 80-year-old to swim

those particular events.

From the JUMC Recipe Corner:

Key Lime Cupcakes by Barbara Knight

1 box Betty Crocker Super Moist Lemon cake mix

1 box (4 serving size) lime flavored gelatin

3/4 cup water

1/3 cup key lime juice

1/3 cup vegetable oil

3 eggs

2 or 3 drops green food color

Glaze:

1 cup powdered sugar

2 to 2 1/2 tablespoons key lime juice

Frosting:

1 package (8 0z.) cream cheese, softened

1/4 cup butter or margarine, softened

1 teaspoon vanilla

3 1/2 cups powdered sugar

Grated lime peel

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Place paper baking cups
in each of 24 regular-size muffin cuP_s. In large bowl,
beat cake mix and gelatin with electric mixer on low
speed 30 seconds. Add remaining cupcake ingredi-
ents. Beat with electric mixer on low speed 30 sec-
onds; beat on medium speed 2 minutes, scraping
bowl as necessary. Divide batter evenly among
muffin cups, filling each about 2/3 full.

Bake 17 to 22 minutes or until toothpick inserted in
center comes out clean. Cool in pan 10 minutes.
Remove from pan to cooling rack. With toothpick,
pierce tops of cupcakes in several places.

In small bowl, mix 1 cup powdered sugar and enough
of the 2 to 2 1/2 tablespoons of lime juice, until glaze
is smooth and thin enough to drizzle. Drizzle and
spread 8Iaz_e over cupcakes. Cool completely,
about 30 minutes.

In large bowl, beat cream cheese and butter on me-
dium speed until light and fluffy. On low speed, beat
in vanilla and 3 1/2 cups powdered sugar until mixed.
Beat on medium speed until fluffy. Frost cupcakes,

mounding and swirling frosting in center. Garnish
with limeif desired.
